		ALARM	Pull the nearest Fire Alarm pull station


		CONFINE	Close all doors and windows in the area


	EVACUATE	Evacuate the building








PULL	Pull the pin


AIM	Aim the nozzle at the base of the fire


SQUEEZE	Squeeze the handle


SWEEP	Sweep the nozzle from side to side


		  across the base of the fire

	STOP Immediately


	DROP to the Floor


	ROLL to smother the flames

1 – Ignites when preheated


0 – Will not ignite








REACTIVITY HAZARD


4 – May detonate under 


	normal conditions


3 – May detonate with shock


	or heat


2 – Violent chemical change 


	but does not detonate


1 – Not stable if heated,


	use precautions


0 – Will not ignite
